COPYRIGHT REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES

FOR PRINTED MATERIALS

NOTICE:  THE COPYRIGHT LAW OF THE U.S. (TITLE 17 U.S. CODE) GOVERNS THE MAKING OF PHOTOCOPIES OF COPYRIGHTED MATERIAL.  THE PERSON USING THIS EQUIPMENT IS LIABLE FOR ANY INFRINGEMENT.
PERMITTED USE:

An individual educator may make:

1. Single copies of:

a. a chapter of a book

b. an article from a magazine or newspaper

c. a short story, short essay, or short poem, whether or not from a collected work

d. a chart, graph, diagram, drawing, cartoon or picture from a book, magazine or newspaper.

2. Multiple copies for classroom use of: (not to exceed one copy/student in a course)

a. a complete poem if less than 250 words

b. an excerpt from a longer poem, but not to exceed 250 words

c. a complete article, story or essay of less than 2,500 words

d. an excerpt from a larger printed work, not to exceed ten percent of the whole or 1000 words

e. one chart, graph, diagram, cartoon or picture per book or magazine issue

NOTE:    ALL PERMITTED COPYING MUST BEAR AN APPROPRIATE 

                     REFERENCE  i.e., AUTHOR, TITLE, DATE, SOURCE, etc.

PROHIBITED USE:

An individual educator MAY NOT: 

1. Copy more than one work or two excerpts from a single author during one class term.

2. Copy more than three works form a collective work or periodical volume during one class term.

3. Reproduce more than nine sets of multiple copies for distribution to students in one class term.

4. Copy to create, replace, or substitute anthologies or collective works.

5. Copy “consumable” works such as workbooks, standardized tests, answer sheets, etc.

6. Copy the same work from term to term.
